Barracks, had already refused to muster the com-
panies of Capts. Stevenson, Parham, Rainey, Easton
. and Stephens intothe U. S. service, this Co. was not
reported to him.

The Co. was detained in St. Louis five days, per
certificate of Col. Campbell, and was paid for five
Jays service, with clothing, subsistence and travel
illowance, by the U. S.
