Statement of ocoupation. —Precise statement of oc-
cupation is very Impartant, so that the relative health-
fulness of*varions pursuits can be known. The question
applies to each and every person, irrespective of age,
For many Gccupations a single word or term on the first
line will be sufficient, e, g., Farmer or Planter, Physician,
Compositor, Architect, Locomsiive engineer, Cipil engineer,
Stationary fireman, ctc, But in many cases especially in
industrial cmployments, it is necessary to know (@) the
kind of work and also (8} the nature of the business or
industry, and therefore an additional line is provided for
the latter statement; it should be used only when needed.
As examples: (a) Spinner, (1) Cotton mili; (a) Salesman,
&) Grocery; (z) Foreman, (b) Automobile Jactory., The
material worked on may form part of the second state-
ment.  Never return “Laborer,” “Foreman,” “Manager,"
“Dealer,” etc., without more precise specification, as Day
laborer, Farm laborer, Laborer—(Coal mine, etc, Women

Statement of cause of deatli;—Name, first, the
DISEASE CAUSING DEATH (the primary affection with re-
spect to time and causation), using always the same
accepted term for the same disease. Examples: Cere.

“Croup”); Typhoid Jever (never report “Typhoid pneu-

Pofsoned by carbolic acid—probably suicide. The nature
of the injury, as fracture of skull, and consequences {e. g,
sepsis, felanus) may be stated under the head of *“Cop-
tributory.”

Statement of cause of death.—Name, first, the
DISEASE CAUSING DEATH (the primary affection with re-
spect to time and causation}, using always the same
accepted term for the same disease.

For VIOLENT DEATHS state MEANS OF
INJURY andoqualil‘y as ACCIDENTAL, SUICIDAL, or HOMI-
CIDAL, or as probably such, if impossible to determine
definitely. Examples: Accidental drowning; Siruck by
railway frain—accident; Revolver wound of head—homicide;
Poisoned by carbolic acid—probably suicide. The nature
of the injury, as fracture of skull, and consequences (e. g.,
sepsis, letanus) may be stated under the head of "Con-
tributory.” {Recommendations on statement of cause of
death approved by Committee on Nomenclature of the
American Medical Association.)
