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Executive
Departments

Government exists to serve, and a broad net-
work of government organizations has been cre-
ated to accomplish the purpose. Because of the
many different names used by these groups—
departments, divisions, agencies, boards, com-
missions, bureaus, units, sections, programs and
others—it can be difficult to determine which
area of government is responsible for certain ser-
vices, or to sort out responsibilities or relation-
ships within the governmental framework.

The Missouri Constitution (Article Il, Section
1) states: “The powers of government shall be
divided into three distinct departments—the leg-
islative, executive and judicial.” This section also
prohibits persons within each branch from exer-
cising powers of the other branches.

From these three branches spring the variety
of organizations which deliver services of state
government. Generally speaking, the legislative
and judicial branches rely on committees or
other small, appointed groups to perform
research, develop policy, provide advocacy ser-
vices or handle administrative duties. In these
two branches, most services are delivered
through the offices of the elected officials them-
selves and not by related agencies.

It is through the executive branch that the
greatest proportion of state services are deliv-
ered. The Constitution (Article IV, Section 12)
and the Reorganization Act of 1974 have estab-
lished a number of “executive departments” to
deal with specific areas of interest. A chart show-
ing the present state departments is shown on
the following page.

The Missouri Constitution, provides for 16
specific departments: the Office of Administra-
tion and the departments of Agriculture, Conser-
vation, Corrections, Economic Development,
Elementary and Secondary Education, Health
and Senior Services, Higher Education, Insur-
ance, Labor and Industrial Relations, Mental
Health, Natural Resources, Public Safety, Rev-
enue, Social Services and Transportation.

Within each executive department exists a
variety of offices of varying size and scope which
deal with specific services. Traditionally, “divi-
sions” are the next-largest organizations within
departments and function to bring together
smaller-sized groups, such as “bureaus,” “sec-
tions” or “units.” Divisions may be governed by a
“board” or “commission” composed of members
who are either appointed by the governor, made
members by law or appointed by a department
official. State agencies may administer certain
sections of state law, as defined by the Revised
Statutes of Missouri, may develop their own rules
and regulations as promulgated in the Missouri
Register and Code of State Regulations or may
institute programs and policies which address the
needs of their areas of service.

The Missouri Constitution

Since achieving statehood in 1827,
Missouri has had only four Constitutions. The
first was adopted in 1820 and was presented to
Congress before Missouri was allowed to enter
the union of states. The state’s second Constitu-
tion was drafted and adopted in 1865. It was
replaced by a third Constitution only ten years
later. The current Constitution was adopted in
1945 and has been amended a number of

times in order to meet the changing needs of
our state and its people.

The Constitution of the State of Missouri is
published by the Office of Secretary of State
pursuant to the Revised Statutes of Missouri
(RSMo 2.110). Copies of the Missouri Constitu-
tion, which also includes the text of the U.S.

The Office of Administration is the state’s ser-
vice and administrative control agency. Created
by the General Assembly on January 15, 1973, it
combines and coordinates the central manage-
ment functions of state government. Its responsi-
bilities were clarified and amended by the
Omnibus State Reorganization Act of 1974.

The chief administrative officer is the com-
missioner of administration who is appointed by
the governor with the advice and consent of the
Senate. The commissioner appoints the deputy
commissioners and the directors of the divisions
who are responsible to him through the deputy
commissioner. The divisions are Accounting,
Budget and Planning, Design and Construction,
Facilities Management, General Services, Infor-
mation Services, Personnel and Purchasing and
Materials Management.

The Office of Equal Opportunity assists and
monitors state agencies in promoting and ensur-
ing equal opportunity within state government
through employment, provision of services and
operation of facilities.

The Missouri Commission on Intergovern-
mental Relations provides a forum for state and
local governments to deal with mutual prob-
lems. The commission serves as a clearinghouse
for information relevant to intergovernmental
issues.

The Division of Accounting is the custodian
of the accounting records of the state. The divi-
sion performs a pre-audit examination of all
requests for payments and ensures that all such
requests are proper; prepares checks for the state
treasurer’s signature, publishes monthly financial
summaries and annual financial reports, admin-
isters bond sales for the Board of Fund Commis-
sioners and Board of Public Buildings and
administers the social security coverage for all
employees of the state and its political subdivi-
sions.

The Division of Budget and Planning assists
the commissioner of administration and the gov-
ernor in management of the executive branch.
The division analyzes budget, legislative and
policy issues and provides information to the
commissioner, the governor’s office, the General
Assembly, Missouri’s congressional delegation,
and state, local and federal agencies.

The staff reviews state agency fiscal opera-
tions, prepares the budget manual and annual
instructions, analyzes budget requests, prepares
the annual executive budget and appropriation
bills and oversees agency spending plans. Divi-
sion personnel analyze the state economy and
tax issues, estimate revenue collections, review
legislation with budget implications, draft fiscal
notes, and coordinate planning efforts. The divi-
sion oversees the Missouri Washington, D.C.,
office that reviews federal issues and their
impact on Missouri. The division also is the des-
ignated state demographic agency and has statu-
tory duties for technical aid to the decennial
reapportionment of election districts.

The Division of Design and Construction is
responsible for construction projects at state facil-
ities other than institutions of higher education,
state roads and highways and conservation facili-
ties. The division develops and reviews plans and
specifications for state construction; selects con-
sulting architects and engineers; conducts in-
house design; bids and contracts for construction
work; manages construction projects; oversees
the expenditures of capital improvement appro-
priations; and provides guidelines, information
and recommendations for capital improvements.

The Division of Facilities Management oper-
ates, maintains and manages state-owned office
buildings and various other structures at the seat
of government and other locations within the
state.

Facilities Management provides a clean, safe
and efficient work environment for state agen-
cies assigned as tenants in each facility. Within
Jefferson City, 21 separate structures containing
approximately 1,700,000 square feet of usable
space, including the State Capitol and the Exec-
utive Mansion, are cared for by Facilities Man-
agement. In addition, office buildings outside of
Jefferson City are located in St. Joseph, Kansas
City, Springfield and St. Louis. These facilities
contain approximately 700,000 square feet of
usable office space.

Facilities Management is also responsible for
acquiring and managing leased space, using
competitive public bids to acquire leased space.
The lease program consists of approximately
550 separate contracts containing about

The Division of General Services, organized
into several sections, provides essential manage-
ment services to the state departments and to the
Office of Administration.

The Risk Management section administers
the state’s legal expense fund and workers’ com-
pensation programs, purchases insurance where
required and monitors policies and claims. This
section also coordinates the state’s occupational
safety and health program and advises state
agencies on the risk management aspects of
insurance, loss prevention and control, security,
and all other exposures to loss.

The Missouri Public Entity Risk Management
(MOPERM) board operates a shared-risk program
offering tort liability and other coverages deemed
appropriate for participating political subdivi-
sions of the state, their officers and employees.

The Vehicle Maintenance unit operates a cen-
tral maintenance facility to provide mechanical
repairs for state vehicles in the Jefferson City area.
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The State Printing Center provides agencies
with low-cost and quick copy printing services
while maintaining a high level of quality.

The Forms Management unit analyzes and
designs standardized forms used in the conduct
of state business.

The Flight Operations unit provides air trans-
portation services to officials and employees of
all state agencies to facilitate state business.

The Head Injury Program plans and directs a
statewide service delivery system of prevention,
cognitive retraining, therapies, vocational reha-
bilitation and transitional living facilities for indi-
viduals receiving head injuries.

The Governor’s Council on Physical Fitness
and Health promotes wellness to all Missourians
through such programs as the Show-Me State
Games and the Governor’s Fitness and Health
Leadership Award.

The Division of General Services also pro-
vides interagency mail services within Jefferson
City and mail services for the Office of Adminis-
tration.

The Division of Information Services is the
central point for providing data-processing ser-
vices for the executive branch. The division pro-
motes the economic and efficient use of data
processing and telecommunications to transact
state business.

The division operates a centralized computer
facility for state agencies and elected officials, a
data processing education center for state
employees, systems development services, the
state telephone switchboard and associated
telecommunications network and data entry ser-
vices to the Office of Administration and elected
officials.

The Division of Personnel operates the
Missouri Merit System, administers the Uniform
Classification and Pay System and provides other
personnel management assistance and services
to state agencies and employees as provided in
the State Personnel Law (Chapter 36 RSMo).

The Missouri Merit System covers approxi-
mately 36,000 employees in six state depart-
ments (Office of Administration, Corrections,
Health, Mental Health, Natural Resources, Social

Services) and parts of three others (Economic
Development, Labor and Industrial Relations,
Public Safety). This system of personnel manage-
ment is based on the principles of merit and fit-
ness including competitive examinations for
employment, objective and consistent personnel
policies and appeals from disciplinary actions.

The Uniform Classification and Pay (UCP)
System promotes pay equity among state
employees in most executive branch agencies
and provides for a coordinated compensation
policy. The system covers employees of merit
system agencies and those of the departments of
Agriculture, Economic Development, Higher
Education (exclusive of colleges and universi-
ties), Insurance, Labor and Industrial Relations,
Public Safety and Revenue. When fully imple-
mented UCP will have a total coverage of
approximately 40,000 employees.

The division also has employee relations and
development responsibilities extending to all
executive branch agencies (exclusive of the insti-
tutions of higher education) covering about
61,000 state employees. These programs include
labor relations, management training, perfor-
mance management, leave benefit administra-
tion and personnel management consultation.

The Division of Purchasing and Materials
Management is responsible for the procurement
of all state-required supplies, materials, equip-
ment and professional or general services except
for those agencies exempted by law. The division
transacts monetary commitments and contracts or
authorizes such transactions by state agencies,
executes procurement functions in accordance
with applicable statutes and maximizes competi-
tive procurement and awards on all contracts,



implements programs to expand business with
minority and women owned business enterprises,
provides for statewide cooperative procurement
by local government and maintains responsibility
for the statewide in-house recycling program. The
Materials Management section is responsible for
transfers and disposal of state surplus property
and acquires donable property declared excess
by federal government agencies to distribute such
property to public-sponsored entities.

The Office of Information Technology’s pri-
mary responsibility is to promote the effective
use of information technology (IT) as a key busi-
ness enabler through the development and exe-
cution of a statewide Information Systems Strate-
gic Plan. The office promotes the practice of
enterprise-wide information technology adapta-
tion and strives to facilitate agency collaboration
and cooperation in the application of informa-
tion technology within their departments. Cur-
rent statewide initiatives include IT architecture
standards, risk assessment and project manage-
ment, digital delivery of government services (e-
government), a total cost of ownership/return on
investment program for IT projects, and integrat-
ing the state telecommunication networks to
improve management and operation.

The state’s Chief Information Officer directs
the Office of Information Technology, estab-
lished in 1995. Assisting the Chief Information
Officer and his staff is the Information Technolo-
gy Advisory Board (ITAB). The ITAB, comprised
of the IT directors representing agencies within
all branches of Missouri State Government, sets
technical standards, selects and sponsors new
technology research and development projects
and conducts operational and tactical planning.

The statewide Information Systems Strategic
Plan drives the mission and goals identified in
four key areas: access, optimization, architec-
ture and innovation. The availability of resources
and the effective delivery of services are critical
to the mission of the state. In order to maximize
accessibility, the Plan’s goal is to create an oper-
ational environment that provides access to
appropriate information enabling the delivery of
services to Missouri citizens. An important part
of this direction is the current e-government ini-
tiative that will provide online services to the
state’s citizens and businesses.

A criterion for optimization is the effective
and efficient utilization of state resources neces-
sary to create and support an operational envi-
ronment where costs are managed, resources are
shared and used to their maximum potential,

and services are continually improved. Estab-
lishment of an enterprise-wide adaptive archi-
tecture is important to serve as a planning vehi-
cle and communications medium for technology
infrastructure, principles and practices. Innova-
tion through the effective application of infor-
mation technology is vital to the state and our
goal is to encourage recognition of the value of
information technology and the benefits it pro-
vides to the citizens of Missouri. To achieve all of
these goals, the office must recruit, develop and
retain a skilled information technology work-
force within Missouri State Government.

The Board of Fund Commissioners issues,
redeems and cancels state general obligations
bonds and performs other administrative activi-
ties related to state general obligation debt as
assigned by law. The board also administers the
Escheats Fund.

The board is composed of the governor, lieu-
tenant governor, attorney general, state auditor,
state treasurer and commissioner of administra-
tion. The governor is president of the board, and
the state treasurer is secretary. The board em-
ploys an executive secretary and a stenographer
to help carry out its duties.

Board of Public Buildings

The Board of Public Buildings is composed
of the governor, lieutenant governor and attor-
ney general. The governor serves as the chair,
and the lieutenant governor is the secretary.

Missouri law provides that the board has
general supervision and charge of state facilities
at the seat of government. The board also has the
authority to issue revenue bonds for the con-
struction of state office buildings and certain
other facilities.
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The board works with the Division of Design
and Construction and the Division of Facilities
Management in carrying out its responsibilities.

The Administrative Hearing Commission is a
neutral, independent administrative tribunal that
decides disputes involving state agencies and
another party, usually a private person or corpora-
tion. The Commission typically decides the cases
after a trial-type hearing. It hears evidence and
arguments from the state agency and from the
other party. Any party, including the state agency,
may seek review of the Administrative Hearing
Commission’s decision from the judicial branch.

The statutes authorize jurisdiction for the
Administrative Hearing Commission to resolve
disputes over decisions of more than 100 state
agencies. Chief among them are the Director of
Revenue’s tax decisions, professional licensing
decisions of many boards of the Department of
Economic Development and other departments,
the Department of Social Services’ decisions on
payments to Medicaid service providers and the
Missouri Health Facilities Committee’s decisions
on certificates of need. The statutes commit
other specific matters to the Administrative
Hearing Commission also. Several thousand
cases per year are filed with the Administrative
Hearing Commission.

The Commission consists of not more than
three members, appointed by the governor and
confirmed by the Senate, who serve six-year terms.

Funding comes
from voluntary contributions from taxpayer
refunds designated on state income tax returns,
sale of the CTF license plate, fees on marriage
licenses, fees on vital records, a Federal Preven-
tion Grant and other voluntary contributions.

The Missouri Public Entity Risk Management
(MOPERM) was established by the 83rd General
Assembly and signed into law by the governor in
1986.

The MOPERM board of trustees operates a
shared-risk program offering tort liability and
other coverages deemed appropriate for partici-
pating political subdivisions of the state, their
officers and employees.

Membership of the board consists of the attor-
ney general, the commissioner of administration
and four members appointed by the governor
with the advice and consent of the Senate, who
are officers or employees of those public entities
participating in the fund. No more than two mem-
bers appointed by the governor shall be of the
same political affiliation. Members appointed by
the governor serve four-year terms. Members of
the board serve without compensation.

The 87th Missouri General Assembly enact-
ed legislation (Section 105.1000, RSMo) to cre-
ate the Voluntary Life Insurance Commission.
The commission administers a voluntary life
insurance plan for state employees. The plan
allows state employees to authorize voluntary
payroll deductions for the purchase of life insur-
ance products that have been procured through
competitive bids. The Office of Administration
provides staff support to the commission for
administration of the program.

The five-member commission includes one
member of the House, one member of the Sen-
ate and three members appointed by the gover-
nor with the consent of the Senate. Members
serve three-year terms.

The Missouri Ethics Commission was created
by the Missouri Ethics Law of 1991 (Section
105.955, RSMo). The commission is charged
with enforcement of conflict of interest and lob-
bying laws (Section 105.450-498, RSMo) and
campaign finance disclosure laws (Chapter 130,
RSMo).

The commission is composed of six mem-
bers, not more than three of whom may be the
same political party. These members must be
from different congressional districts, and no
more than three can be from an odd- or even-
numbered congressional district. The governor
appoints the members of the commission with
the advice and consent of the Senate. The com-
mission elects a biennial chair and is assigned to
the Office of Administration for budgeting pur-
poses only.

The commission receives and reviews com-
plaints alleging violations of the conflict of inter-
est and lobbying statutes and the campaign
finance disclosure statute. After investigation of
these complaints, the commission refers the
complaints to the appropriate prosecuting
authority or disciplinary authority along with

recommendations for sanctions. The commis-
sion may also initiate judicial proceedings on its
own.

The commission reviews and audits reports
required by the campaign finance disclosure
law, the financial interest disclosure laws and
the lobbying registration and reporting laws. The
commission acts as the public repository for
such reports. The commission provides informa-
tion and assistance to lobbyists, elected and
appointed officials, employees of the state and
political subdivisions and the general public.

The Missouri General Assembly enacted leg-
islation in 1974 (Section 105.900, RSMo) that
created a deferred compensation plan for state
employees. Employees are encouraged to con-
tribute part of their compensation to the plan to
be withdrawn upon retirement.

Under the act, the program is administered
by a five-member commission, which includes
one member of the House, one member of the
Senate and three members appointed by the
governor, with the consent of the Senate. The
governor’s appointees serve three-year terms.

The commission also administers a plan for
contributions by the state, subject to annual
appropriation, to qualified participants in the
deferred compensation plan.

The bipartisan Authority consists of five com-
missioners who are qualified voters of the State
of Missouri and residents of Jackson County. The
Jackson County Legislature submits a list of can-
didates to the governor to replace members of
the Authority whose terms have expired. The
governor then appoints the succeeding members
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from that list of candidates. The Commissioners
serve staggered terms of five years and hold
office until a successor has been appointed and
qualified. No more than three members may be
of the same political party. The authority is
empowered to issue bonds.

agreements with the Kansas City Royals Baseball
Corporation and the Kansas City Chiefs Football
Club, Inc.; to oversee the maintenance and oper-
ation of the Harry S Truman Sports Complex in a
fiscally responsible manner which will allow it
to maintain its stature as a premier sports facility
in the nation; to administer funds received from
the State of Missouri, Jackson County, and the
City of Kansas City, Missouri, or any other
sources which are to be used for furtherance of
its statutory duties; to develop a land use plan for
potential development of the Sports Complex
and to recommend to the county appropriate
long-term leasing arrangements for the Sports
Complex facilities; and to work with other polit-
ical subdivisions, agencies and commissions for
the furtherance of all types of sports, either pro-
fessional or amateur, commercial or private,
within Jackson County.

An annual report sent to the commissioner
of administration, the governor and the General
Assembly communicates activities of the council.
