· Library Need - Digitization of significant historical and cultural materials in Missouri
· Full Description – These grants provide funding for scanning, cataloging and Web delivery of significant historical and cultural materials in Missouri and in Missouri history. Grants are restricted to projects involving original source materials. Priorities include institutions doing their first project; demonstration projects that document best practices; and institutions adding metadata to existing digital collections. Review the grant application for funding amounts.
