superintending control over all courts and tribu-
nals within their jurisdictions. Original remedial 
writs may be issued and determined at each level 
of the court system. Decisions of the Supreme 
Court are controlling in all other state courts.

Selection of Judges
In the first 30 years of Missouri’s statehood, 

the judges of the supreme, circuit and chancery 
courts were appointed by the governor with the 
advice and consent of the Senate. After much 
public discussion, the constitution was amended 
in 1850 to provide for the popular election of 
judges, and this system remains in effect for most 
Missouri courts today. In most circuits, the judges 
are elected by the voters in partisan elections.

In 1940, Missouri voters amended the consti-
tution by adopting the “Nonpartisan Selection of 
Judges Court Plan,” which was placed on the bal-
lot by initiative petition and which provides for 
the nonpartisan (non-political) appointment of 
certain judges based on merit, rather than having 
them popularly elected. 

As originally adopted into the constitution, the 
Nonpartisan Court Plan applies in the Supreme 
Court, the court of appeals and the circuit courts 
within the City of St. Louis and Jackson County. 
In addition, voters in Clay, Greene, Platte and St. 
Louis counties have elected to institute the plan, 
and the Kansas City charter extends a nonparti-
san selection plan to Kansas City municipal court 
judges. While all other judges are elected in par-
tisan elections, other judicial circuits may adopt 
the plan on approval by a majority of the voters 
in the circuit.

Under the Missouri Plan, as it often is called 
nationally, a vacancy on a court to which the 
plan applies is filled through a nonpartisan ju-
dicial commission of lay persons and lawyers. 
The commission selects three persons from those 
who apply, based on merit. The governor then 
appoints one of the three. A judge appointed in 
this way must stand for retention in office at the 
first general election occurring after the judge has 
been in office for 12 months. The judge’s name 
is placed on a separate judicial ballot, without 
political party designation, and the voters must 
vote either for or against retention in office. The 
judge’s name again is placed on the ballot for 
a retention vote at certain intervals if the judge 
wishes to serve subsequent terms. The Missouri 
Plan has served as a national model for the selec-
tion of judges and has been adopted by a number 
of other states.

Every supreme, appellate, circuit and associ-
ate circuit court judge must be licensed to prac-
tice law in Missouri. By constitutional amend-
ment and statute, all judges must retire by age 70.
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Missouri’s 
Judicial System

From its inception in 1820, Missouri state 
government constitutionally has been divided 
into three separate branches—legislative, execu-
tive and judicial. The judicial branch’s function is 
not to make the laws of the state or to adminis-
ter them but to adjudicate the controversies that 
arise between persons and parties, to determine 
fairly and justly the guilt or innocence of persons 
charged with criminal offenses and to interpret 
the laws of the state as enacted by the legislature 
and carried out by the executive branch. 

The roots of Missouri’s judicial branch reach 
back to the days when Missouri was a part of the 
Missouri Territory controlled by the French and 
Spanish. When Missouri officially was organized 
as a territory in 1812, the judicial power was 
vested in a superior court, inferior courts and jus-
tices of the peace. The Constitution of 1820, the 
state’s first constitution, placed the judicial power 
in a Supreme Court, chancery courts (later abol-
ished by the General Assembly) and circuit and 
other courts to be established by the legislature.

Today, Missouri has a three-tier court system. 
Article V of the constitution, as amended by Mis-
souri voters in 1976, vests the judicial power in 
a Supreme Court, the state’s highest court, with 
statewide jurisdiction; in a court of appeals con-
sisting of districts established by the General As-
sembly; and in a system of circuit courts with 
original jurisdiction over all cases and matters, 
civil and criminal.

Effective Jan. 2, 1979, the circuit court system 
absorbed all former courts of limited jurisdiction 
and became the state’s single trial court. Cases 
once heard in magistrate and probate courts, in 
the St. Louis Court of Criminal Corrections, in the 
Hannibal and Cape Girardeau courts of common 
pleas, and in municipal and other local courts, 
now are heard in appropriate divisions of the cir-
cuit courts.

All the judges of these former courts have be-
come either circuit, associate circuit or municipal 
judges. They may hear and determine different 
classes of cases within their respective circuits. A 
presiding judge, elected by the other judges in the 
circuit, has general administrative authority over 
all judicial personnel in the circuit. He or she 
may assign other judges throughout the circuit to 
relieve caseload and administrative backlogs. The 
Supreme Court and court of appeals have general 



the court of appeals) and to issue and determine 
original remedial writs, such as those in habeas 
corpus, mandamus and prohibition. 

The constitutional amendments of 1976 and 
1982 defined the jurisdiction of the Supreme 
Court more narrowly than in the past, resulting in 
it receiving fewer cases on appeal and directing 
more appeals to the court of appeals. Now the 
Supreme Court has exclusive appellate jurisdic-
tion in all cases involving: the validity of a treaty 
or statute of the United States or of a statute or 
provision of the Missouri Constitution, the inter-
pretation of the state’s revenue laws, a statewide 
elected official’s right to hold office, state legisla-
tive redistricting plans, and the death penalty.

Cases do not have to fall within this area of 
exclusive jurisdiction, however, to reach the Su-
preme Court. The court may order cases trans-
ferred to it from the court of appeals if the cases 
involve questions of general interest or impor-
tance, if the court believes the existing law should 
be re-examined, or for other reasons provided by 
rule of the court. The court of appeals also may 
transfer a case to the Supreme Court either by or-
der of the court of appeals itself or by the dissent 
of a court of appeals judge, if that judge certifies 
the court of appeals opinion is contrary to previ-
ous decisions of the Supreme Court or of other 
districts of the court of appeals. 

In addition to its decision-making powers, the 
Supreme Court supervises all lower courts in the 
state. It is assisted in this task by its state courts 
administrator’s office, established in 1970. The 
Constitution of 1945 also authorized the court 
to establish rules for practice and procedure in 
the courts and to make temporary transfers of ju-
dicial personnel from court to court. Each year, 
the Supreme Court transfers several hundred ju-
dicial personnel on a temporary basis to assist 
other courts. This usually is done when the par-
ties in a case have disqualified a judge, a judge 
is ill or otherwise unavailable, or the circuit court 
requests assistance to handle its cases expedi-
tiously. The Supreme Court also licenses all law-
yers practicing in Missouri and disciplines those 
found to have violated the legal rules of profes-
sional conduct.

Qualifications and Terms
Supreme Court judges must be at least 30 

years of age, licensed to practice law in Missouri, 
U.S. citizens for 15 years and qualified Missouri 
voters for nine years. Supreme Court judges are 
retained for 12-year terms. They earn $209,484 
annually. Compensation is determined by state 
constitution (article XIII, section 3 of the Missouri 
Constitution).

History and Organization
The Supreme Court has been the state’s high-

est court since 1820, when the first Missouri Con-
stitution was adopted. The earliest court, consist-
ing of only three members, was required to hold 
sessions in four different judicial circuits in the 
state. At various times, the court sat in Boonville, 
Bowling Green, Fayette, Jackson, Jefferson City, 
Lexington, Palmyra, Potosi, St. Charles, St. Joseph 
and St. Louis.

Voters increased the size of the Supreme 
Court to five judges in 1872 and to its present 
size—seven judges—in 1890. Because of the 
court’s increasing caseload, commissioners were 
appointed for a brief period in the 1880s. In 
1911, the legislature authorized the court to ap-
point four commissioners, and in 1919, increased 
the number authorized to six. The commissioners 
were required to possess the same qualifications 
as judges of the Supreme Court. They received 
the same compensation and were appointed for 
four-year terms. The commissioners heard cases 
along with the judges, and their written opinions, 
if approved by the court, were issued as opinions 
of the court. 

Under the 1970 constitutional amendment of 
article V, the offices of the commissioners ceased 
to exist when the individuals holding the offices 
retired, resigned, died or were removed from of-
fice. The last retired in 1982.

In 1890, voters approved the Supreme Court 
to divide into two divisions so it could handle and 
decide more cases in a shorter time. Under the 
present constitution, the court may sit en banc 
(all seven judges together) or in as many divisions 
as the court determines are needed. Today, cases 
are assigned to and decided by the court en banc.

Supreme Court Jurisdiction
Originally, the Supreme Court had only the 

traditional powers to decide cases on appeal 
from the lower courts (either the circuit courts or 
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examinations twice yearly. The clerk also super-
vises the court’s semiannual enrollment ceremo-
nies and prepares all attorney licenses.

By Supreme Court rule, the clerk is ex officio 
member of all court committees, ex officio trea-
surer of both The Missouri Bar and the advisory 
committee, and is responsible for collecting the 
annual attorney enrollment fee and distributing 
Missouri Bar membership cards to all attorneys li-
censed to practice in Missouri. She is responsible 
for maintaining the official records of The Mis-
souri Bar; the bar fund and for preparing annual 
financial reports for publication in the Journal of 
The Missouri Bar. The clerk is also responsible for 
conducting annual elections for The Missouri Bar 
Board of Governors.

The Supreme Court Library, which is on the 
second floor of the Supreme Court Building, 
contains more than 100,000 volumes. These 
include decisions of state and federal courts as 
well as state and federal administrative agencies, 
Missouri-approved jury instructions, state and 
federal statutes, legal periodicals and treatises. In 
addition, the library contains computer research 
services for the use of court personnel and the 
public.

The library’s main responsibility is to meet 
the research needs of the Supreme Court. It also 
provides resources to members of the bench, the 
bar and the general public. It is open 8 a.m. to 
5 p.m., Monday through Friday, throughout the 
year, excluding state holidays.

Chief Justice
The seven judges of the Supreme Court select 

one of their members to be chief justice and pre-
side over the court. The chief justice also handles 
many of the administrative details for the court. 
The present practice of the court is to rotate the 
position of chief justice every two years. The chief 
justice earns $219,075 annually. Compensation 
is determined by state constitution (article XIII, 
section 3 of the Missouri Constitution).

The court hears oral arguments each month, 
typically from September through May. Court 
sessions are open to the public, the oral argu-
ments are streamed live, and video and au-
dio files of the arguments are archived through 
the Missouri Courts website, www.courts. 
mo.gov.

Supreme Court Building
The Supreme Court Building, a three-story, red 

brick structure of French Renaissance architec-
ture, was completed in 1907 and stands opposite 
the Capitol Building. By statute, it houses the at-
torney general’s offices as well as those of the Su-
preme Court. The building’s main features include 
a massive marble staircase in the lobby and the 
two-story high state law library.

Clerk’s Office
The clerk of the Supreme Court is responsible 

for a wide range of duties, including the supervi-
sion of the state courts administrator’s office as 
well as the internal administrative function of the 
court itself.

The court’s day-to-day administrative duties 
include handling all inquiries and procedural re-
quests from attorneys throughout the state, arrang-
ing the docketing (scheduling) of cases, maintain-
ing files in each case before the court, receiving 
and disposing of fees related to those cases and dis-
tributing opinions of the court. In all of these mat-
ters, the clerk reports directly to the chief justice.

The clerk of the Supreme Court has a number 
of additional duties relating to The Missouri Bar 
and supervising the admission of new attorneys. 

Among the records required to be maintained 
by the clerk are the official and permanent roll 
of attorneys for the State of Missouri. The clerk’s 
office also prepares, on request, certificates evi-
dencing admission to The Missouri Bar. By Su-
preme Court rule, the clerk is treasurer of the 
state board of law examiners, which conducts bar

Chief Justice of the 
Supreme Court

W. BRENT POWELL was born in Springfield. 
He attended Springfield and Rogersville public 
schools but graduated from Greenwood High 
School on the campus of Missouri State Univer-
sity. He completed his undergraduate degree at 
William Jewell College in Liberty, receiving his 
bachelor of arts in political science in 1992.

Powell graduated from the University of Mis-
souri–Columbia School of Law in 1996. Dur-
ing law school, he served as president of the 
Student Bar Association and member and case 
note editor for the Missouri Law Review. He also 
interned for Supreme Court of Missouri Judge  
Elwood Thomas.

Judge Powell was admitted to The Missouri 
Bar in 1996. Following law school, he began his 
legal career at Lathrop & Gage in Kansas City. In 
the fall of 1997, he took a position as an assistant 
prosecutor in the Platte County prosecutor’s of-
fice in Platte City. In 2001, he began working as 
an assistant United States attorney for the United 
States attorney’s office in Kansas City. During his 
tenure there, he served as the chief of the General 
Crimes Unit and executive assistant United States 
attorney.

In 2008, Judge Powell was appointed to the 
office of circuit judge in Jackson County by Gov. 
Matt Blunt and served this office with distinction 
until his appointment to the Supreme Court of 
Missouri in April 2017. As a trial judge, he pre-
sided over hundreds of civil, criminal and family 
law cases. He also served on the Supreme Court 
of Missouri Committee on Procedure in Crimi-
nal Cases, the Committee on Access to Family 
Courts, the Trial Judge Education Committee and 

the Missouri Sentencing Advisory Commission. 
He was named “Judge of the Year” in 2009 by the 
Association of Women Lawyers of Greater Kansas 
City, and he received the Kansas City Metropoli-
tan Bar Association President’s Award in 2014, 
for outstanding service to the Bar. He was rec-
ognized in 2022 by William Jewell College with 
the Citation of Achievement, the college’s highest 
alumni award, and in 2022, he was elected to the 
American Law Institute to bring his legal exper-
tise in clarifying the law through Model Codes 
and Restatements.

Powell and his wife Beth live in Kansas City 
and are both active members of their church 
community. Judge Powell is also an avid Univer-
sity of Missouri football fan, and you are likely to 
find him cheering on the Tigers at home games.

He was appointed to the Supreme Court of 
Missouri by Gov. Eric Greitens on April 25, 2017. 
He took the oath of office, May 2, 2017, and was 
retained by voters in November 2018 for a 12-
year term. He will serve as chief justice from July 
2025–June 2027.

Judge of the

KELLY C. BRONIEC was born in St. Louis, Mis-
souri, and raised in Warrenton, Missouri. She at-
tended William Woods College, receiving a B.A. 
in business administration, summa cum laude, 
and earned her J.D. at the University of Missouri–
Columbia School of Law. She began practicing 
law in Warrenton as an assistant prosecuting at-
torney. She later served as an assistant prosecut-
ing attorney in Lincoln County before moving to 
Montgomery County to become the elected pros-
ecuting attorney in 1999. She served as the as-
sociate circuit judge in Montgomery County from 
2006–2020. She was appointed to the Missouri 
Court of Appeals for the Eastern District by Gov. 
Michael Parson in October 2020 and served as 
chief judge beginning in July 2023, until Gover-
nor Parson appointed her to the Supreme Court of 
Missouri in September 2023. She was retained by 
the voters in November 2024 for a 12-year term.

Prior to her appointment to the Supreme 
Court, Judge Broniec served on the Court’s Com-
mittee on Access to Family Courts, 2011–2016; 
Trial Judge Education Committee, 2011–2023; 
Civic Education Committee, 2015–2020; Coordi-
nating Commission for Judicial Education, 2017–
2023; Combatting Human Trafficking and Do-
mestic Violence Commission, as chair of the Do-
mestic Violence Subcommittee, 2017–2023; Task 
Force on Criminal Justice, 2017–2023; Commis-
sion on Civil Justice Reform, 2017–2023; chair of 
the Associate Circuit Procedures Subcommittee, 
2018–2023; Associate Circuit Civil Committee, 
chair, 2022–2023. Judge Broniec also served as 
a member of the Case Management Oversight 
Team of the Missouri Court Automation Commit-
tee, 2020–2023; served on the Executive Counsel 
of the Missouri Judicial Conference, as a board 
member, 2012–2018 and president, 2016–2017 
of the Missouri Association of Probate and As-
sociate Circuit Judges. She was also a member 

of the Missouri Juvenile Justice Association and 
the Missouri Association of Treatment Court Pro-
fessionals. She earned a Certified Court Manager 
Certificate from the Missouri Court Management 
Institute and the National Center for State Courts 
in 2016. During her service as a juvenile court 
judge in the 12th Judicial Circuit (comprised of 
Warren, Montgomery and Audrain Counties), 
Judge Broniec created a family treatment court 
in Warren County and implemented a Foster-
ing Court Improvement Committee, a multi-
disciplinary team approach to improving the 
child welfare system in the circuit. She was also 
involved in planning and presenting training for 
judges, lawyers, juvenile officers, court clerks 
and other agencies. She received the Women’s 
Justice Award for Public Service in 2018.

Judge Broniec is active in her church, Grace 
Lutheran Church, the Montgomery City Kiwanis 
Club and the Montgomery City Chamber of Com-
merce. She is a past member of the Montgomery 
County Rotary Club and GFWC Montgomery 
Study Club.  

Judge Broniec is married to Mark Broniec, a 
retired master sergeant with the Missouri High-
way Patrol. They have two children.

Judge of the 
Supreme Court

ZEL M. FISCHER grew up in Watson, Missouri,  
and was educated in Rock Port public schools. 
He attended William Jewell College in Liberty 
and received his B.A. in philosophy and political 
science in 1985. He is the recipient of the Harry 
S Truman Most Outstanding Political Science Ma-
jor for the class of 1985.

In 1988, he graduated from the University of 
Missouri–Kansas City School of Law with distinc-
tion. He received the Order of the Bench and 
Robe, the American Jurisprudence Award from 
the UMKC School of Law and was a member of 
UMKC Law Review. He is the original author of 
Chapter 40, Strict Liability of Product Manufac-
turers and Sellers — Manufacturing Defect of the 
Products Liability Handbook, published by the 
University of Missouri–Kansas City, Continuing 
Legal Education.

Upon graduation from law school, Fischer 
was admitted to The Missouri Bar and he served 
for one year as a law clerk for the Honorable An-
drew Jackson Higgins of the Supreme Court of 
Missouri. From 1989–1992, he practiced law in 
the law offices of James D. Boggs in Kansas City. 
From 1992–2006, he engaged in a solo law prac-
tice in northwest Missouri. In November 2006, 
he was elected associate circuit judge for Atchi-
son County, in the Fourth Judicial Circuit, and 
served in that capacity until his appointment to 
the Supreme Court of Missouri in October 2008.

Judge Fischer was selected as an ASTAR Fel- 
low by the board of directors of the Advanced 
Science and Technology Adjudication Resource 
Center for his knowledge and ability to preside 
over complex cases involving science or technol- 
ogy issues.

Among his leadership positions, Judge Fischer 
is the past president and current chairman of the 
board of directors of The National Courts and 

Science Institute (NCSI), which is a not-for-profit 
organization dedicated to training judges in sci-
ence. He also serves as a member of the National 
Advisory Board for the University of North Caro-
lina Bryson Center for Judicial Science Education.

Judge Fischer was the 2019 recipient of the 
Theodore McMillian Judicial Excellence Award 
from The Missouri Bar. The honor is awarded to a 
judge who sets an example of judicial excellence 
by leadership in the advancement of justice, pro-
vides outstanding public and community service 
to the people of Missouri, and who is a person 
of the highest character, integrity and honor who 
inspires other members of the judiciary to similar 
noble purposes.

He was married July 13, 1985, to the former 
Julie Ann Moore. They have four children and 
four grandchildren. Judge Fischer is an active 
member of his church and community. 

Appointed to the Supreme Court by Gov. Matt 
Blunt on Oct. 15, 2008, Judge Fischer was re-
tained by voters at the November 2010 and 2022 
general elections for 12-year terms. He served as 
chief justice from July 2017–June 2019.

Judge of the 
Supreme Court

GINGER K. GOOCH was born and raised in 
Springfield. In 1997, she earned her bachelor 
of arts degree, graduating summa cum laude in 
three years from Stephens College in Columbia, 
Mo., with a double major in English and philoso-
phy, law and rhetoric.

Gooch earned her law degree, cum laude, in 
2000 from the University of Missouri–Columbia 
School of Law. During law school, she served as 
editor-in-chief of the Missouri Law Review. She 
graduated with both Order of the Coif and Order 
of the Barristers honors, which, respectively, rec-
ognize academic achievements and excellence 
in advocacy programs.

She served as a law clerk to Judge Ann K. Cov-
ington at the Supreme Court of Missouri before 
returning to Springfield and entering the private 
practice of law. She spent more than two decades 
at the law firm Husch Blackwell LLP, first as an 
associate and then as a partner. While at the firm, 
she also performed significant pro bono legal 
work, appearing four times on the Missouri Bar’s 
Pro Bono Wall of Fame. In 2007, the Missouri Bar 
Foundation awarded her with its David J. Dixon 
Award for Outstanding Appellate Advocacy. In 
2012, she received a Women’s Justice Rising Star 
Award from Missouri Lawyers Weekly. In 2015, 
the Springfield Business Journal named her one 
of 20 Most Influential Women. In 2021, Missouri 
Lawyers Media named her to its 2021 POWER 
List for Education Law.

While in private practice, Gooch was active 
in a number of legal organizations. Gooch was 
active in the Springfield Metropolitan Bar Associ-

ation, including a term as president in 2017. She 
also served as a board member for the Springfield 
Metropolitan Bar Foundation, including a term as 
president in 2018.

In addition, Gooch has been involved in a 
number of community organizations, including 
the American Red Cross of Southern Missouri; the 
Discovery Center of Springfield, and the Spring-
field Chamber of Commerce. She is a parishioner 
of Christ Episcopal Church in Springfield.

Gooch’s active involvement in her commu-
nity and her interest in continual improvement of 
the law and the legal profession led her to seek 
a role in public service. In November 2022, Gov. 
Michael L. Parson appointed Gooch as a judge 
of the Missouri Court of Appeals, Southern Dis-
trict, creating that court’s first female majority. In 
October 2023, he appointed her as a judge of 
the Supreme Court of Missouri. She was retained 
by voters at the November 2024 election for a 
12-year term.

Judge of the 
Supreme Court

ROBIN RANSOM was born in the City of St. 
Louis, State of Missouri. She graduated from 
Rosati-Kain High School. She completed her un-
dergraduate degree at Douglass College–Rutgers 
University in New Brunswick, New Jersey, receiv-
ing her bachelor of arts in political science and 
sociology. Judge Ransom attended and graduated 
from the University of Missouri–Columbia School 
of Law. 

Following law school, she worked as an assis-
tant public defender in the St. Louis County Of-
fice, 1992–1995. She was assigned primarily cas-
es in the Family Court – Juvenile Division. In the 
Fall of 1995, she took a position as an assistant 
prosecuting attorney in the St. Louis County Pros-
ecuting Attorney’s Office. She remained in that 
position for a year. In October of 1996, she began 
working in the Family Court – Juvenile Division 
of the 21st Judicial Circuit, St. Louis County, as 
a staff attorney. In that role, she handled juvenile 
delinquency and care and protection cases which 
included termination of parental rights matters. 

Her judicial career began in 2002, when she 
was appointed as a Family Court Commissioner 
for the 22nd Judicial Circuit, Dec. 27, 2002. In 
that role, she presided over juvenile delinquency 
and care and protection cases, termination of 
parental rights matters, guardianships and adop-
tions. She served in that capacity until Sept. 11, 
2008, when she was appointed by Gov. Matt 
Blunt as circuit judge in the City of St. Louis, the 
22nd Judicial Circuit. 

Initially as a circuit judge, she was assigned to 
a general trial division, September–December of 
2008. From January 2009–December 2010, she 
was assigned to the Family Court presiding over 
contested divorces and motions to modify. Judge 
Ransom returned to a general trial division, Janu-
ary 2011–December 2015. In January 2016, she 
began serving as the Administrative Judge of the 
Family Court, overseeing all facets of the court’s 
operations both in the Juvenile and Domestic di-
visions. 

In September 2016, she was unanimously 
elected by her peers to serve in the capacity of 

assistant presiding judge of the 22nd Judicial 
Circuit for the calendar years of 2017 and 2018. 
Then in September 2018, she was again unani-
mously elected by her peers to serve as the pre-
siding judge of the 22nd Judicial Circuit for the 
calendar years of 2019 and 2020. After just a few 
weeks in the role of presiding judge, Judge Ran-
som was appointed by Gov. Mike Parson, Jan. 9, 
2019, to the Court of Appeals, Eastern District. 
On May 24, 2021, Governor Parson appointed 
Judge Ransom to her current position as Judge of 
the Supreme Court of Missouri.

Judge Ransom is a member of The Missouri 
Bar, the Bar Association of Metropolitan St. Louis

MARY R. RUSSELL is the third woman to be ap-
pointed to the Supreme Court of Missouri since 
statehood in 1821. She is currently the most se-
nior in tenure on the Court. 

A seventh-generation Missourian, Russell 
was raised on a dairy farm near Hannibal. She 
was valedictorian of her Hannibal H.S. class and 
later received a bachelor of science and bachelor 
of arts, summa cum laude, from Truman State 
Univ.. After graduation from the Univ. of Mo.–
Col. School of Law, she was a law clerk for Judge 
George F. Gunn Jr., Missouri Supreme Court. She 
was later a partner at Clayton & Rhodes, Hanni-
bal until her appointment to the Missouri Court 
of Appeals, Eastern District, where she served for 
nine years, including as chief judge, 1999–2000. 
Judge Russell was appointed to the Supreme 
Court of Missouri in 2004 and was elected chief 
justice by her colleagues, July 2013–June 2015 
and July 2023–June 2025.

Russell is active in many professional and 
legal organizations, commissions and boards 
throughout the state and country. She is a sec-
ond vice president of the Conference of Chief 
Justices; and a board member of the National 
Conference of Bar Examiners. Member: The Mis-
souri Bar, where she has served on numerous 
committees over the years; the Bar Association of 
Metropolitan St. Louis; the National Association 
of Women Judges; Women Lawyers’ Association 
and Missouri Academy of Squires.

PAUL C. WILSON was born in Jefferson City and 
raised in a home dedicated to public service. His 
father, McCormick Wilson, served as a longtime 
municipal and associate circuit judge in Cole 
County. His mother, Lorna Wilson, served as di-
rector of the state health department’s Division of 
Maternal, Child and Family Health, as well as the 
first executive director of the Missouri Associa-
tion of Local Public Health Agencies.

Judge Wilson earned his undergraduate de-
gree from Drury College in Springfield and gradu-
ated cum laude from the University of Missouri–
Columbia School of Law, where he was named 
to both the Order of the Coif and the Order of 
the Barristers.

Upon graduation, Judge Wilson served as a 
full-time law clerk for then-Chief Justice Edward 
G. Robertson and Judge Richard F. Suhrheinrich 
on the U.S. Court of Appeals for the Sixth Cir-
cuit. Judge Wilson then moved to New York City 
to join the law firm Sullivan & Cromwell as an 
associate in the firm’s litigation practice.

In 1996, Judge Wilson returned to Missouri to 
work in the state attorney general’s office. Dur-
ing his tenure there, he represented the State of 
Missouri in numerous criminal and civil matters 
in trial and appellate courts around the state and 
across the country. He argued dozens of cases in 
Missouri’s Court of Appeals and Supreme Court, 
as well as in the United States Supreme Court. 
On Jan. 16, 2010, Judge Wilson was appointed 
circuit judge in the 19th Judicial Circuit (Cole 
County).

In 2012, while a member of the Columbia 
law firm of Van Matre, Harrison, Hollis, Taylor & 
Bacon, P.C., Wilson was nominated by the Ap-
pellate Judicial Commission to fill the vacancy 
on the Supreme Court of Missouri created by 
the retirement of his longtime friend and men-
tor Judge William Ray Price. Jr.. Pursuant to the 
Missouri Constitution’s nonpartisan court plan, 
he was appointed by Gov. Jeremiah (Jay) Nixon 
and subsequently retained for a full term by the 
voters in the 2014 general election. He served as 
the state’s chief justice from July 2021–June 2023.

Before becoming a member of the Supreme 
Court, Judge Wilson was a member of the board 
of directors for Legal Services of Mid-Missouri 
and counsel to the board of directors for a region-
al child advocacy center, and he remains an Elder 
in the First Presbyterian Church in Jefferson City.

The Office of State Courts Administrator 
(OSCA) is responsible for providing administra-
tive, business and technology support services 
to the courts. The duties and responsibilities as-
signed to the state courts administrator’s office re-
late to all levels of the state court system. The first 
state courts administrator was appointed in 1970.

Some of the ways the office assists the courts 
include case processing; criminal history report-
ing; debt collection and judgment enforcement; 
crime victims’ rights; treatment court program-
ming; the implementation of time standards for 
case disposition; and court improvement projects 
in the areas of child abuse and neglect, juvenile 
services and family preservation. The office also 
provides administrative and technology support, 
training of judicial personnel and statistical anal-
ysis.

Office of the Administrator
The administrator is responsible for the overall 

management of OSCA and the services and sup-
port provided and for the legal services section.

Administrative Services Division 
The administrative services division provides 

support in the areas of human resources; research 
and statistical analysis; budget and fiscal servic-
es; sponsored programs and contracts; project 
management and communications; and facilities 
operations. The division supports the office and 
circuit court personnel systems; compiles statis-
tical caseload information; prepares workload 
estimates; provides technical assistance regard-
ing research methods and program evaluations; 
compiles court performance measures; conducts 
evaluation and longitudinal studies of court pro-
grams and population behaviors; compiles and 
organizes the judiciary’s annual state appropria-
tion request; supports the circuit and appellate 
court budget committees; processes all mon-
ies appropriated to the office and to the circuit 
courts; manages fund balances; applies for and 
manages grant funds; provides project manage-
ment services to all interdivisional and interagen-
cy projects; prepares fiscal notes for proposed 
legislation affecting the judicial system; manages 
the facilities and fleet; and provides mail and 
printing services.

program development and court procedures. The 
division provides program support to the family, 
juvenile and treatment court divisions; provides 
technical support to the courts in the areas of 
case processing, jury management, videoconfer-
encing, pretrial services and financial manage-
ment; designs statewide court forms; manages 
cost collection efforts; prepares transcripts from 
sound-recorded hearings submitted by the courts; 
handles issues with criminal and traffic offenses 
and civil and probate cases and appeals; works 
with courts and state departments to electroni-
cally share juvenile justice information, crimi-
nal history, records of conviction and warrants; 
develops business specifications for, conducts 
testing of, and delivers training about automated 
programs and systems for use in the courts; and 
develops and coordinates courses and certificate 
programs for judicial employees. The division 
also works closely with standing committees of 
the Supreme Court of Missouri and with statutory 
commissions.
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Missouri Court 
of Appeals

The 1875 constitution created the first of our 
modern intermediate appellate courts — the St. 
Louis Court of Appeals, consisting of three judges 
who heard appeals from Lincoln, St. Charles, St. 
Louis and Warren counties. This court was cre-
ated at the urging of the St. Louis Bar Association, 
which had become alarmed at the congested 
docket of the Supreme Court. Its territorial juris-
diction was expanded in 1884 to include several 
more counties.

Another constitutional amendment in 1884 
established the Kansas City Court of Appeals and 
authorized creation of another appellate court, 
when necessary, by the General Assembly. 

The Springfield Court of Appeals was orga-
nized in 1909. Missouri’s current appellate struc-
ture—a single court of appeals consisting of three 
geographic districts—was established by a 1970 
constitutional amendment.

The Eastern District of the Court of Appeals 
sits in St. Louis and consists of 14 judges. Eleven 
judges preside over the Western District in Kan-
sas City, and seven judges sit on the Southern 

District, which regularly meets in Springfield or 
Poplar Bluff. Trained law clerks, who are licensed 
attorneys, assist each appellate judge with legal 
research.

The Missouri Court of Appeals may issue and 
determine original remedial writs and has gen-
eral appellate jurisdiction in all cases not within 
the exclusive jurisdiction of the Supreme Court. 
Cases not within the Supreme Court’s exclusive 
jurisdiction, however, may be transferred from 
the Court of Appeals to the Supreme Court when 
it is determined that a case involves a split among 
the districts of the Court of Appeals or an impor-
tant issue that should be decided by the state’s 
highest court.

A chief judge is elected for each district of 
the Missouri Court of Appeals by the judges in 
the districts and serves for such time as the dis-
tricts determine. Traditionally, the chief judge in 
the Eastern District serves for one year, while the 
chief judges in the Southern and Western districts 
serve for two years.

The districts are authorized to sit in divisions 
of three judges if they choose, which all three dis-
tricts have elected to do.

Missouri Court of Appeals judges must be at 
least 30 years of age, licensed to practice law in 
Missouri, residents of their district, U.S. citizens 
for 15 years and qualified Missouri voters for nine 
years before their selection. Appeals judges serve 
12-year terms. They earn $180,018 annually. 
Compensation is determined by state constitution 
(article XIII, section 3 of the Missouri Constitution).

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Missouri Circuit 
Courts

Missouri’s first two circuit courts were estab-
lished in 1815. The 1820 Constitution provided 
for the creation of four circuits, each containing 
from four to eight counties. The number of cir-
cuits has increased over the years; today, 46 cir-
cuits operate in Missouri.

The first circuit judges were appointed by the 
governor and confirmed by the Senate. The life 
term of the judges and their method of appoint-
ment proved unpopular, however; in 1850, the 
constitution was amended to provide for popular 
election. Most circuit judges are elected today, 
though judges in six circuits—Clay, Greene, Jack-
son, Platte and St. Louis counties and the City of 
St. Louis—are selected under provisions of the 
Missouri Nonpartisan Court Plan.

Constitutional amendments approved by 
Missouri voters in 1976 provide that the circuit 
courts shall be courts of original civil and crimi-
nal jurisdiction. All trials start at this level. Former 
courts of limited jurisdiction became divisions of 
the circuit court effective Jan. 2, 1979.

Within the divisions of the circuit court, there 
are three levels of jurisdiction: circuit, associate 
and municipal. Circuit judges may act within all 
circuit jurisdictions.

The number of circuit judges is determined by 
the General Assembly. The constitution requires 
at least one circuit judge in each of Missouri’s 46 
judicial circuits. There are currently 151 circuit 
judges.

Associate circuit judges may hear matters 
pending in the circuit court or assigned by the 
Supreme Court. Associate circuit judges hear all 
cases pursuant to Chapter 517, RSMo, and have 
concurrent jurisdiction over all cases pending in 
the circuit court. 

The constitution requires at least one resident 
associate circuit judge in each county. The stat-
utes authorize additional associate circuit judges 
depending on county populations. Presently, 
there are 205 associate circuit judges.

Municipalities with 400,000 or more people 
must establish a municipal division over which a 
municipal judge presides. Communities of fewer 
than 400,000 people may establish municipal 
divisions to hear ordinance violations, or the mu-
nicipality may request that these matters be heard 
in the associate division of the circuit court. Mu-
nicipal judges are paid locally.

By statute, each circuit judge appoints a court 
reporter, and each circuit court appoints a juve-
nile officer. A circuit clerk in each county is se-
lected according to law, and salaries are set by 
statute.

Circuit court judges must be at least 30 years 
old, residents of their circuit, licensed to practice 
law in Missouri, U.S. citizens for 10 years and 
Missouri voters for three years. Circuit judges 
serve six-year terms. Associate circuit judges 
must be at least 25 years old, Missouri voters and 
residents of the counties they serve and licensed 
to practice law in Missouri. Associate circuit 
judges serve four-year terms.

Circuit judges each earn $180,602 annually; 
associate circuit judges earn $166,154 annually. 
Compensation is determined by state constitution 
(article XIII, section 3 of the Missouri Constitu-
tion).

The Commission on Retirement, Removal and 
Discipline of Judges was created by a constitu-
tional amendment in 1970. It began operating 
Jan. 1, 1972, and is governed by Supreme Court 
Rule 12.

The commission is responsible for receiving 
and investigating all requests and suggestions for 
the retirement of judges because of disability and 
all complaints concerning the alleged miscon-
duct of judges and members of judicial commis-
sions. It is composed of six members who serve 
six-year terms. Two non-lawyers are appointed by 
the governor, two lawyers are appointed by The 
Missouri Bar’s governing body, one court of ap-
peals judge is selected by court of appeals judges 
and one circuit judge is selected by the state’s 
circuit judges.

The members are: Hon. Gary M. Gaertner Jr., 
chair, appellate judge, Missouri Court of Appeals, 
Eastern District, St. Louis; Eddy A. Justice, lay 
member, Poplar Bluff; Hon. Laura J. Johnson, cir-
cuit judge, 38th Judicial Circuit (Christian Coun-
ty); Rebecca L. Leonard, attorney, Lee’s Summit; 
Angel M. Woodruff, attorney, Cape Girardeau 
and Vacancy (lay member).

On receiving a complaint against a judge or 
member of a judicial commission, the commis-
sion conducts an investigation. If at least four 
members of the commission find there is prob-
able cause to believe the person may be guilty of 
misconduct, incompetency or other action con-
stituting grounds for discipline as listed in Rule 
12.08, a formal hearing is conducted. If at least 
four members find the person investigated should 
be disciplined, a report containing findings of fact 
and conclusions of law is made to the Supreme 
Court with recommendations for discipline (re-
moval from office, suspension or reprimand). The 
court then makes a final ruling based on the com-
mission’s record and transcript.

A similar procedure is followed in cases in-
volving retirements because of disability.

To protect the public from persons unquali-
fied or unauthorized to practice law, the Supreme 
Court of Missouri has established an attorney 
discipline system. The Supreme Court appoints 
a chief disciplinary counsel to investigate al-
legations of professional misconduct, incompe-
tence and incapacity of lawyers. The Court also 
has established an Advisory Committee, which 
oversees the disciplinary hearing process. Com-
plaints filed against attorneys are reviewed by the 
Office of Chief Disciplinary Counsel. Regional 
disciplinary committees located in Kansas City, 
Springfield and St. Louis—composed of at least 
four lawyers and two nonlawyers—also may in-
vestigate complaints referred to them by the chief 
disciplinary counsel or the Advisory Committee. 

If the chief disciplinary counsel or a regional 
disciplinary committee finds there is sufficient 
probable cause to believe a lawyer is guilty of 
professional misconduct, they may issue a writ-
ten admonition to the attorney or file information 
making specific allegations of the lawyer’s viola-
tions of the Rules of Professional Conduct. The 
lawyer may request a hearing to be held by a dis-
ciplinary hearing panel composed of two lawyers 
and one nonlawyer, all of whom are appointed 
as disciplinary hearing officers by the Supreme 
Court. If the disciplinary hearing panel finds, by a 
preponderance of the evidence, that the lawyer is 
guilty of misconduct, it may issue an admonition 
or may make recommended findings of fact, con-
clusions of law and recommendations for disci-
pline, which then are filed in the Supreme Court. 
It is the Supreme Court’s responsibility to impose 
discipline. If a lawyer who has been suspended 
or disbarred later seeks reinstatement, the chief 
disciplinary counsel investigates the application. 
The chief disciplinary counsel also investigates 
the unauthorized practice of law and takes ap-
propriate action to stop such practices. The chief 
disciplinary counsel is Laura Elsbury.

In addition to providing oversight of the disci-
plinary hearing process, the Advisory Committee, 
upon request of the complainant, reviews com-
plaint files that have been closed after investigation 
and makes a determination as to whether addition-
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al investigation is needed. It also may issue formal 
ethics opinions, interpreting Supreme Court Rules 
4, 5 and 6. Members of the Advisory Committee, 
appointed by the Supreme Court are: Jill A. Kanat-
zar, chair, Kansas City; David Ansley, Springfield; 
John Jay Benson, Kirksville; Gary D. Collins, Jeffer-
son City; Ann Phillips Corrigan, St. Louis; Keith A.

The legal ethics counsel, who serves as staff 
and counsel to the Advisory Committee, may give 
nonbinding informal advisory opinions, interpret-
ing Supreme Court Rules 4, 5 and 6 to members 
of the bar. The legal ethics counsel is Melinda 
Bentley.

In 1943, the General Assembly established 
the Judicial Conference of Missouri, which is 
composed of all state judges. The conference is 
charged by statute (Section 476.350, RSMo) with 
studying the organization and administration of 
the state’s judicial system, compiling data about 
the work of various courts and making biennial 
reports to the General Assembly, including any 
recommendations the conference may have for 
improving the laws. Since 1974, the chief justice 
of the Supreme Court, who is the conference’s 
presiding officer, has presented an annual State 
of the Judiciary address to a joint session of the 
General Assembly, reviewing the problems, 
needs and goals of the judicial branch.

The statute also requires the conference to 
hold an annual meeting to be attended by all 
judges. At this meeting, the judges discuss the 
problems of court administration and invite ex-
perts in various fields to speak about matters of 
particular concern.

The clerk of the Supreme Court provides ad-
ministrative and staff assistance and also serves 
as secretary to the executive council and the con-
ference.

Nonpartisan Judicial Nominating 
Commissions

Under provisions of Article V of the Missouri 
Constitution, any vacancy occurring in the office 
of judge of the Supreme Court, the court of ap-
peals or the circuit courts within St. Louis City or 

Jackson County is filled through the “Nonpartisan 
Selection of Judges Court Plan,” adopted through 
initiative petition at the November 1940 general 
election, which provides for the governor to ap-
point one of three qualified persons nominated 
by a nonpartisan judicial commission. This meth-
od of selecting judges was adopted by the voters 
of the 21st Judicial Circuit (St. Louis County) in 
1970; by the voters of the Sixth Judicial Circuit 
(Platte County) and the Seventh Judicial Circuit 
(Clay County) in 1973 and by the voters of the 
31st Judicial Circuit (Greene County) in Novem-
ber 2008.

Under the Missouri Plan, as it often is called 
nationally, a vacancy on a court to which the 
plan applies is filled in the following way: A 
nonpartisan judicial commission of lay persons, 
lawyers and a judge selects three persons from 
those who apply, based on merit. The governor 
appoints one of the three. A judge appointed in 
this way must stand for retention in office at the 
first general election occurring after the judge has 
been in office for 12 months. The judge’s name 
is placed on a separate judicial ballot, without 
political party designation and the voters must 
vote either for or against retention in office. The 
judge’s name again is placed on the ballot for 
a retention vote at certain intervals if the judge 
wishes to serve subsequent terms. The Missouri 
Plan has served as a national model for the selec-
tion of judges and has been adopted by a number 
of other states.

Appellate Judicial Commission
Nominations for judges of the Supreme Court 

and the Court of Appeals are made by a seven-
member Appellate Judicial Commission. It con-
sists of a judge of the Supreme Court selected 
by the members of the Court and two resident 
citizens from each of the three court of appeals 
districts. One lawyer is elected from each district 
by members of The Missouri Bar residing in that 
district and one non-lawyer is appointed from 
each district by the governor. The judge member 
serves a two-year term, while the other members 
serve staggered terms of six years each.

siding in the circuit and two non-lawyer residents 
of the circuit appointed by the governor.

The Office of State Public Defender is cre-
ated by Section 600.019, RSMo as an indepen-
dent department of the judicial branch of state 
government. The Missouri State Public Defender 
(MSPD) is the state department created to fulfill 
the state’s constitutional obligation to ensure that 
all persons facing state criminal prosecution have 
the assistance of counsel in their defense. MSPD’s 
attorneys provide legal representation to persons 
who are charged with or challenging convictions 
for state criminal offenses but do not have the 
means available to hire defense counsel. 

Public Defender Commission 
State law (Chapter 600, RSMo) provides for 

a seven-member Public Defender Commission to 
oversee the State Public Defender. The members 
of the commission are appointed by the gover-
nor with consent of the Senate and serve without 
compensation for six-year terms. Four members 
must be lawyers and no more than four members 
may be of the same political party.

Missouri State Public Defender
MSPD is a statewide department primarily 

comprised of six legal divisions: Trial Division, 
Capital Division, Commitment Defense Unit, 
Children’s Defense Team, Appellate/Post-Con-
viction Division and Parole Revocation Defense 
Team. Attorneys in district offices within each 
division provide direct representation to indigent 
clients. 



Trial Division 
Trial Division attorneys represent clients 

charged with felonies, misdemeanors and pro-
bation revocations at the state trial court level 
throughout Missouri.

Capital Division 
The Capital Division represents clients where 

the state seeks the death penalty in the State Trial 
Court, the State Supreme Court and the United 
States Supreme Court.

Commitment Defense Unit
The Commitment Defense Unit represents cli-

ents where the state of Missouri has initiated civil 
commitment proceedings based on the allegation 
that the citizen is a “sexually violent predator”.

Children’s Defense Team 
The Children’s Defense Team represents chil-

dren charged with delinquent acts in State and 
Appellate Courts.
